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Proiectul Cooperare culturald intre cetatenii din zona transfrontalierd Salonta-Gyula / Cultural
Cooperation among Citizens from the Salonta-Gyula Cross-border Area (Co-Cultured) a fost
initiat de catre Municipiul Salonta, in calitate de Partener Lider, in parteneriat cu orasul Gyula
din Ungaria. Proiectul este implementat in cadrul programului Interreg V-A Romania-Ungaria,
fiind finantat de Uniunea Europeana prin Fondul European de Dezvoltare Regionala si
cofinantat de guvernele Romaniei si Ungariei.

Ideea proiectului s-a conturat in jurul situatiei identificate in zona transfrontaliera Salonta-
Gyula, si anume cea legatd de cooperarea prea putin intensa intre cetatenii celor 2 orase.
Activitatile proiectului au fost definite ca solutii la provocarile pe care granita le implica pentru
comunitatile din Salonta si Gyula. Astfel, obiectivul general principal al proiectului este
"Construirea unei cooperari transfrontaliere durabile intre comunitatile care traiesc in zona
Salonta-Gyula, pe baza patrimoniului cultural". Proiectul creeazd o noua premisa pentru o
cooperare transfrontaliera durabila intre comunitati, prin arta. Persoanele de pe ambele parti ale
frontierei vor avea ocazia sa se intalneasca, sa se implice, s& comunice si sa colaboreze printr-
o serie de activitati culturale. Actiunile culturale organizate la Salonta, cu participare
transfrontaliera, dupa caz, vor fi urmatoarele: "Noaptea muzeelor", festival de teatru, sezatoare
cu recital de doine si festival de film. La Gyula, in schimb, va fi regizat filmul Toldi, in varianta
moderna, realizat cu amatori, care va fi difuzat in ambele localitati.

Populatia din zona transfrontaliera Roméania-Ungaria, va beneficia de rezultatele proiectului,
cele doua comunitati vor avea ocazia sa se apropie Si sa coopereze. Aproximativ 2050 de
persoane sunt previzionate a fi cuprinse in grupul-tinta, minimum 1500 de persoane vor
participa la activitatile transfrontaliere in Salonta, cel putin 500 vor participa la difuzarea filmului
la Gyula, iar 50 vor fi membri ai echipei de filmare Toldi.

Derularea proiectului a inceput la 1 noiembrie 2018, avand o durata de 12 luni. Bugetul total al
proiectului este de 80000 euro, din care 68000 euro (85%) reprezinta FEDR, 13%, respectiv
10% reprezinta sprijinul celor doua guverne, iar restul reprezentand contributia proprie a celor
doi parteneri.

Continutul acestui text nu reprezintd neapdrat pozitia oficiald a Uniunii Europene.

A ,Kulturalis egyuttmikddés a Nagyszalonta-Gyula hataron atnyulo térség lakossaga
kozott"(ROHU280, Co-cultured) elnevezésli pélyazatot a romdaniai Nagyszalonta varos
onkormanyzata kezdeményezte, mint vezetd partner, kapcsolatban allva a magyarorszagi
Gyula varosaval, az Eurdpai Unid, EurGpai Regionalis Fejlesztési Alap finanszirozasaval és a
két kormany tamogatasaval, az Interreg V-A Roman-Magyar Program keretein belll (- a 6.
prioritdsi tengely - konkrét célkitizés 6.1: a fenntarthaté hataron atnyulé egyittmikodés
fokozasa intézmények és kdzdsségek kdzott).

A projekt célja, hogy 0sszehozza a kdzOsségeket a roman - magyar hatar menti
térségben. A civil tarsadalom befolyasat a régié-szinti dontéshozatali folyamatokba hosszu
tavon szikséges tovabb fejleszteni. Egy erds civil tarsadalom megerésiti a tarsadalmi-
gazdasagi fejlédést, a regionalis egylttmikodés és az interkulturalis parbeszéd stabilizalasaval,
mialatt biztositja a fenntarthatosagot és a kozds tevékenységeket. A célterlleten él6
embereknek kdzb6s az Ordkséguk (torténelem és hagyomany, kultura és mivészetek). A
kulturalis és a civil tarsadalom regiondlis és helyi szintl egyuttmikodését el kell mozditani a
hatar menti teriletek és polgaraik integralasaval. Ez az egyuttmUkddési projekt egy innovativ
megkozelitést képvisel a hataron atnyuld egyuttmikodeés terlletén. A mivészeten keresztil
kdzvetitett, valtozatos interkulturalis megkozelités (filmek, szinhaz, kézmiivesség stb.) fokozza
a régio vonzerejét a helyi lakossag és a turistak szamara egyarant.

A projekt 6 célkitiizése, hogy kiépuljon egy fenntarthatd, hataron atnyulé egyuttmikodés
a Nagyszalonta-Gyula hatdr menti terlleten él6 kozosségek kozott, a kulturalis 6rokség
kiépitése altal. A projekt a mlivészetek révén Uj alapot teremt a fenntarthaté hataron atnyulé
kozosségek kozotti egyuttmikodésre.

Projekt tevékenységek keriiltek meghatarozasra:

- Kildnbdzd kulturalis tevékenységek Nagyszalontan: Mizeumok HosszU Ejszakéja,
szinhaz fesztival, hagyomanyos Osszejovetel a helyiekkel, éneklésekkel és mivészfiim
vetitésekkel.

- Toldi hataron &tnyulo filmkeészités és vetités Gyulan.

Nagyszalonta és Gyula (RO-HU hataron atnyul6 terilet) lakossaga szamara hasznos
lesz a projekt, melynek eredményeként a polgarok kozelebb kerilnek egyméshoz. Varhato,
hogy minimum 1.500 ember vesz részt majd a hatarokon atnyulé programokon Nagyszalontan
és minimum 500 ember vesz részt a film vetitésén Gyulan, amibdl 50-en tagjai a Toldi hataron
atnyulo film forgatéi stabjanak.

A projekt 2018. november 1-jén indult, a megvalésitdsa 12 hdénapon at tart. A projekt
telies koltségvetése 80.000 eurd, ebbdl 68000 euro — 85% az Eurdpai Regiondlis Fejlesztési
Alap, 13%, illetve 10% a két kormany tamogatasa, a fennmarad6 rész pedig a két partner sajat
hozzajarulasat képezi.

The project Cultural Cooperation among Citizens from the Salonta-Gyula Cross-border
Area was initiated by the Municipality of Salonta from Romania, as Lead Partner, in partnership
with Gyula Town from Hungary and it is financed by European Union through the European
Regional Development Fund and with the support of the two governments, within the Interreg V-
A Romania-Hungary Programme - Priority Axis 6 - Specific Objective 6.1: Intensify sustainable
cross-border cooperation of institutions and communities.

The idea of the project revolves around bringing communities together in the Romania-
Hungary border area. The capacity of civil society to influence region-wide decision making
processes needs to be developed further. A strong civil society reinforces socioeconomic
development by strengthening regional cooperation and intercultural dialogue while ensuring
sustainability and joint action. People throughout the target area have a shared heritage (history
and tradition, culture and arts). Based on it, cultural and civil society cooperation at regional and
local levels needs to be promoted, by integrating border areas and their citizens. This
cooperation project represents an innovative approach to cross-border cooperation as the
proposed multiannual cultural programme is unprecedented in the area. Film and art in general
can be effective ways of raising awareness and sometimes people are more receptive when an
issue is presented in a way that they might be more able to relate to. A diverse intercultural
approach through art (films, theatre, handicraft etc.) helps to enhance the attractiveness of a
region for the local population and tourists.

The Project Main Overall Objective is "Building sustainable cross-border cooperation
between communities living in the Salonta-Gyula area, by building on cultural heritage”. The
project sets a new premise for sustainable cross-border cooperation among the communities,
through art. The local and regional civil society will be involved in promoting cultural diversity
and common traditions through artistic events, while the change brought about by the project
relies on the relationships between them, which will be strengthened through dialogue and
sharing experience in art. The attention of target groups will be drawn on common cultural
heritage, mutual socio-cultural understanding, and people will be connected in solidarity.

Project activities were defined as solutions to the challenges the border entails for the
communities of Salonta and Gyula. People from both sides of the border will have the
opportunity to meet, bond, communicate and collaborate through a series of activities:

- Various cultural activities in Salonta: Long Night of Museums, theatre festival,
traditional evening seating of local people with traditional singing, art film-screening

- Toldi cross-border film-making and screening in Gyula.

The project started off on the 1% of November 2018 and it is 12 months long. The total
budget of the project is 80000 euro, out of which 85% is ERDF, 13%, respectively 10%
represents the support of the two governments and the rest is the own contribution of the two
parteners.

The population from Salonta and Gyula (RO-HU cross border area) will benefit from
project results and will be closer together and cooperate (about 2050 people). It is expected that
minimum 1500 people will participate in these cross-border activities in Salonta and minimum



500 will participate in film-screening in Gyula, while 50 will be members of the Toldi cross-
border film-making team.
